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Heroes of the Ages
The Randwick Petersham Cricket story

The heart and soul of Randwick Petersham Cricket resides in the history of four separate
Sydney Grade clubs — Petersham, Randwick, Marrickville and Petersham-Marrickville. The
collective lifespan of those founding clubs together with the 11 years of Randwick
Petersham to 2012 amounts to 254 playing years giving Randwick Petersham an undeniable
claim to be the oldest cricket club in the world.

Petersham District Cricket Club Est.1899

The first of the founding clubs, Petersham District Cricket Club was

established in 1899 and admitted to 1st Grade in 1907-08. That

same season Percy Newton became the club’s first NSW

representative when he played the first of two matches for the

state. John Scott and Andrew Farnsworth followed a season later

with George Harvey joining them in 1909-10. In 1921 T.J.E. (Tommy)

Andrews became Petersham’s first Test player when he played the

first of his 16 Tests for Australia during the team’s tour of England.

I With a career spanning 35 seasons Andrews was arguably

Petersham s greatest club man. In 1938-39 the legendary Sid Barnes played Test cricket

having made his NSW debut two years earlier aged 20. That same season the great all-
rounder Cec Pepper made his State debut.

Petersham had a history of producing outstanding administrators. The most notable was
Sydney Smith Jnr. OBE who served as President of the NSW Cricket Association for 30 years
and Petersham secretary for 14. In addition Dudley Seddon served cricket for 60 years
including 20 as an Australian selector.

To allow Bankstown to enter the 1st Grade competition, the NSW Cricket Association
determined in 1946 that Petersham DCC would absorb Marrickville DCC. After much
protesting from the Marrickville community and Marrickville Council, the decision was
changed to amalgamate the two clubs effective from the 1951/52 season.

In its 51 seasons Petersham won 1st Grade in 1917-18 and the Club Championship in 1924-
25. Furthermore the club won three 2nd Grade, three 3rd Grade and one 4th Grade
premiership. The club’s grounds were Petersham Oval and Leichhardt Oval which is now a
premier rugby league venue.

Randwick Cricket Club Est.1900

The second club was Randwick District Cricket Club founded
in 1900 as Randwick Electorate Cricket Club entered the 2nd
and 3rd Grade competitions. In 1921-22 the club was
admitted to 1st Grade. Randwick won its first game against
Manly at Randwick Oval now the site of the University of
NSW. Coogee Oval became the club’s home ground in 1924
followed by Kensington Oval in 1928 and Snape Park in 1948.

Randwick had a total of 27 NSW representatives including in
its early days famous names such as Ray McNamee, Hunter
“Stork” Hendry, Jock Livingston, Ernie Toshack and Alec
Marks who was regarded as one of the club’s greatest ever

players. In more recent times, Geoff Davies, John Benaud,
Alan Turner, Ron Crippin, John Dyson, Mike Whitney, Peter
Clifford and Richard Chee Quee among others represented
the State.

Original Randwick badge &
colours

Over a period covering 147 Sheffield Shield matches from 1964, NSW took the field on only
one occasion without a Randwick player while in 1982-83 the club had five representatives.
Randwick didn’t have a Test player until 1972-73 when John Benaud played the first of his
three Tests although Geoff Davies was 12th man in 1968-69. Australian selection soon
followed for Alan Turner, John Dyson and Mike Whitney.

Os Taylor was one of Randwick’s most famous administrators with over 60 years’ service.
Jack Chegwyn (32 years), John Hayward (27), Wally Dowd (26), Stroy Donnan (22), Phil
Tresidder (21), George Simpson (18), Lyall Gardner (17) and Bill Beath (15) were also long
term office bearers while David Sherwood was 1st Grade scorer for 52 years and Australian
scorer and baggage master on 6 overseas tours.

The club was the first to field an overseas player when West
Indian fast bowler Wes Hall played in 1965-66, while it was the
first to lay covers on 1st Grade grounds in 1974-75. In 1977-78
“Pegasus” was adopted as the club’s emblem and in 1990-91
“District” was dropped from the club’s name while green and
white were adopted as new colours in lieu of the original navy,
sky blue and maroon.

Randwick experienced two “Golden Eras”. In the 1930’s it was the dominant club winning
the Club Championship four times in six seasons while it won six of the NSW Cricket
Association’s seven competitions in 1930-31. In the period 1977 to 1993 Randwick won 1st
Grade four times, 11 premierships covering 2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th grades, the Club
Championship three times and was runner-up three times. In its 101 years, Randwick won
46 premierships including seven 1st Grade titles and won eight Club Championships.

In 2000 Randwick celebrated its Centenary with a special dinner for more than 400 people
at the AJC Centre, Royal Randwick. Wes Hall was flown in from Barbados to be Guest

Speaker. He also bowled the first ball in a Celebrity cricket match between the Michael
Whitney Celebrity XI and Richard Chee Quee 1st Xl at Coogee Oval.

Marrickville District Cricket Club Est.1910

In 1910 the third founding club Marrickville District Cricket Club was established and won
the 2nd Grade premiership in its first season. Along with Randwick, St George and Mosman
m it was admitted to 1st Grade in 1921-22. It won its only 1st Grade
premiership in 1943-44 when 8,355 people attended Marrickville
Oval to witness the team beat St George in the last over of the
match. Bernard Russell was the club’s first NSW representative in
1921-22 while fellow fast bowler John Scott, who was previously
with Petersham, played for the state from 1921 to 1925. Scott also
made a century on the first day of Marrickville’s entry into 1st
Grade as part of his side’s 312 against Glebe at Wentworth Park
Oval.

Marrickville’s first Test cricketer was the legendary Bill Brown who made his debut in 1934-
35. He was followed by Ernie Toshack, Ron Saggers and Jack Moroney. Brown, Toshack and
Saggers were members of Sir Donald Bradman’s 1948 “Invincibles”.

In its 30 years in 1st Grade the club had just two Hon. Secretaries with the second of those,
Bert Bicknell serving for 29 years. He was elected a Life Member of the NSW Cricket
Association in 1943 and of the club in 1951, its final year.

In its 41 seasons Marrickville won a 1st Grade premiership, three 2nd Grade premierships,
two 3rd Grade titles, a 4th Grade premiership and the Poidevin Gray Shield three times. It
also won the Club Championship in 1922-23. The club’s grounds were Marrickville Oval,
Wentworth Park Oval, Wolli Oval and Belmore Oval.

Petersham-Marrickville District Cricket Club Est.1951

The fourth founding club was the merged entity Petersham-Marrickville District Cricket Club
established in 1951. In its first season as a 1st Grade club in 1951-52 it won the Club
Championship, 3rd and 4th Grades and the Poidevin Gray Shield,
while 1st Grade and A W Green Shield teams were runners-up. Bob
Simpson won the Green Shield batting award with 627 runs at an
average of 156.7. The success cemented the goodwill and spirit of
members following the amalgamation. In 1954-55 Petersham-
Marrickville won its first 1st Grade premiership and successfully
defended its title the following season. Between the mid 1970’s
and late 1980’s the club’s 1st Grade team was one of the most
competitive in the competition winning the premiership in 1974-75

PETERSHAM- while finishing Minor Premiers on three occasions.

{ MARRICKVILLE
o The club’s first Test and NSW representative was Jack Moroney in
1951-52 followed the next season in Sheffield Shield by Clive
Johnston and 16 years old debutante Bobby Simpson. In the
following years Pat Crawford and Johnny Martin played Test cricket
while Graeme Hughes, Russell Waugh, David Chardon, Peter
Anderson and Col Blackman among others, represented NSW.

The Petersham President Sid Bain and Secretary Jack Ross maintained those positions with
the new club following the merger and continued until 1959 and 1968 respectively. Jack
Ross succeeded as President in 1968 and continued for 21 years while Alf Debnam was Hon.
Treasurer for 26 years and Tim Dein Secretary for 12. The club’s grounds were Petersham
Oval, Marrickville Oval and in later years, Jubilee Oval at Glebe. In its 50 years Petersham-
Marrickville won 17 premierships; 1st Grade four times; 3rd Grade five times; 4th Grade
three times, Poidevin Gray three times and the A W Green Shield on two occasions.

In 1999 Petersham-Marrickville celebrated its Centenary with a dinner attended by 340
guests.

Randwick Petersham Cricket Club Est.2001

In 2001 the NSW Cricket Board proposed that Randwick and Petersham-Marrickville be
omitted from the competition as part of a move to introduce a new club from Blacktown
while reducing the overall number of 1st Grade clubs. When
both clubs decided of their own volition to merge into a
separate entity to be known as Randwick Petersham Cricket
Club the Board dropped the plan. In the 12 years since,
Randwick Petersham has become one of the top clubs in Sydney
Grade Cricket winning premierships in the 1st Grade Limited
Overs and Twenty20 competitions as well as in 2nd Grade, 3rd
Grade, 4th Grade three times, 5th Grade twice and once in the
developmental Metropolitan Cup competition. The prestigious
Club Championship was won in 2007-08 and 2010-11 while the
club has produced five first class cricketers with Simon Katich, Nathan Hauritz and Usman
Khawaja going on to play Test cricket. Former Randwick Test cricketer Mike Whitney has
been President of Randwick Petersham throughout its 12 years history.

League; Sydney Thunder in the Big Bash League and Australia in the Hong Kong Sixes tournament

e Nathan Price represented Australia in the Indigenous Development Squad tour of India and was named the Lord’s
Taverners Indigenous Cricketer of the Year

e  Patron and Life Member Alan Turner was named Lord’s Taverners Vintage Cricketer of the Year

e Anthony Sams played in the Futures League for NSW (and unfortunately broke a finger)

e Anthony Sams won the man-of-the match award in the State Challenge Final

e Jake Scicluna and Soumil Chhibber represented NSW in the Under 19’s National Championship

e Inthe Spirit of Cricket markings 1st Grade finished first while the club finished second to Sydney University

e In the 1st Grade clash with Sutherland both teams through captains Adam Semple and Phil Jaques were awarded
maximum points in the Spirit of Cricket markings.

e Nigil Singh was the first player to take 300 wickets for the club achieving the feat in round 4

e Rodney Stafford was the second player to take 300 wickets for the club achieving the feat in round 11

o Rodney Stafford was the first player to take 200 wickets for the club in 2nd Grade achieving the feat in round 11

e Jake Wilson passed the 100 wickets milestone in 1st Grade for the club

e Being one of the competition’s top 4 bowlers Jake Wilson was named in the SCA Inaugural 1st Grade Merit XIl team

e Adam Semple became the first player to pass the 2,500 runs /100 wickets double in 1st Grade for the club

e James Tyson became only the second player to take 100 wickets in 2nd Grade for the club

e 15 years old Tom Evans made a dream Grade Cricket debut in 5th Grade scoring 64 and taking 5 for 18

e 1st Grade recorded its three lowest-ever scores of 45, 49 and 55, being sent in to bat on each occasion

e At 18 years of age Jarryd Biviano was our youngest 1st Grade wicketkeeper and on debut did not concede a bye

e The 143* by Daniel Sams in the Poidevin Gray match against Bankstown at Bankstown was a new club record

e The 9 sixes hit by Daniel Sams in his PG score of 143* equalled the 9 hit by Simon Katich in 2002-03

e  Chasing down 282 to win the PG match against Bankstown the RPC team hit 19 fours and 15 sixes in 43.2 overs

e Simon Katich hit two centuries (137 and 104*) in two of his first three games this season

e Andrew Williams hit 49* in a 136 partnership with Simon Katich to win in his 1st Grade debut match v Nth Sydney

e  Shaun Eaton hit 13 fours and 6 sixes off just 90 balls in his 117 runs maiden 1st Grade century against Sutherland

o Nick Stapleton hit his maiden 1st Grade century scoring 103 off 197 balls against Mosman at Coogee Oval

e Chasing our 98 in 4th Grade Manly lost their last 9 wickets for 42 to be out for 76 and lose by 22

e  Chasing Gordon’s 91 our 4th Grade team lost 9 for 58 to be out for 88 and lose by 3

e In his 200th Grade Cricket match Grant Rimmer took 7-30 in 4th Grade against Gordon to bring up 250 wickets

e 3rd Grade lost for the first time against Parramatta suffering the team’s heaviest ever defeat

e 5th Grade lost to University of NSW for the first time since 2001 having won all previous 9 matches

e 2nd Grade completed its 7th successive win over Mosman

e  PG’s lost their last two matches by 1 run and 3 runs to miss a place in the top 8 and finish 9th

e  Our AW Green Shield team hit a record score of 4-296 in their win over Eastern Suburbs at Waverley Oval

e Tom Evans took the club’s second-ever A W Green Shield hat-trick in the match against Easts

e  Savio Gracias Flor and Ravin De Silva set a new A W Green Shield opening partnership record of 137 against Easts

e Henry Thornton and Tom Evans set a new A W Green Shield 4th wicket partnership record of 139 against St George

e Nick Warren and Jake Wilson took the 1st Grade score from 9-67 to 110 and win against Sydney Uni. by one run

e 1st Grade took 8 for 44 to see Sydney Uni. slump from 0-31 to 8-75 before being out for 109 against our 110

e Jarryd Biviano was the most successful wicketkeeper in the 2nd Grade competition with 30 dismissals

e AW Green Shield skipper Henry Thornton was named in the NSW under 17 Years Academy for 2013-14

e AW Green Shield wicketkeeper Adam Docos was named in the NSW City under 16 Years Academy for 2013-14
